Ulf Sensei will teach traditional Takemusu 
Aikido – taijutsu, ken and jo, as he learned it 
directly from Morihiro Saito Shihan during 29 
years.

Ulf Evenås is ranked 7th dan Aikikai and an Aikikai Shihan. He also 
received a 7th dan and Shihan title in Iwama Takemusu Aikido (Iwama 
Ryu) directly from Morihiro Saito Shihan.  
 
Ulf Sensei has a full teaching certification in Bukiwaza with all five 
Mokuroku (transmission scrolls) from Morihiro Saito Sensei. He is the 
only person in the world with all of these credentials. 
 
Ulf Sensei is one of the most qualified and experienced Aikido 
teachers in the world and has taught more than 600 seminars - in 20 
countries on five continents!
